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Hanuman was born in the Treta Yuga, to Anjananaafe vanara. Anjana
was actually an apsara or a celestial being, nahegikasthala’, who, due
to a curse, was born on the earth as a female aafhe curse was to be

removed upon her giving birth to an incarnatiorofd Shiva.

Along with Kesari, Anjana performed intense praygrsShiva to beget
Him as her child. Pleased with their devotion, @hijvanted them the boon

they sought.

Different stories are told as to Hanuman's birthe@ that at the time that
Anjana was worshipping Lord Shiva, elsewhere, Datbar the king of
Ayodhya, was performing the Putrakama Yagna in rotdldnave children.
As a result, he received some sacred kheer (puddmdpe shared by his
three wives, leading to the births of Lord Ramakdtamana, Bharata and
Shatrughna.

By divine ordinance, a kite snatched a fragmenthait pudding, and
dropped it while flying over the forest where Argamvas engaged in
worship. Vayu, the Hindu deity of the wind, deligdrthe falling pudding
to the outstretched hands of Anjana, who consuméthnuman was born

to her as a result.



Being Anjana's son, Hanuman is also callddjaneya (pronounced

Aanjanéya), which literally means, "arising from Anjani".

Hanuman is also considered as the incarnation ofaStr reflection of
Shiva. When Ravana tried to enter the Himalayas &hode of Shiva)
Nandi stopped him and Ravana called Nandi a monkewndi in return
cursed Ravana: monkeys would help destroy him.hén grocess word
monkey along with panchaksram, "Om NamashivayaShiva. Shiva, to

give respect to his devotee, took the form of eavanHanuman.

He was named Hanuman after the name of the citidafumpur over
which his maternal uncle Parti Surya ruled.

Hanuman's body was hard as a stone. Therefore,nAmamed him
Vajranga. He is also known by the names "Mahavir'noghtiest hero
(because he exhibited several heroic feats), Badiband Maruti.The
world has not yet seen and will not see in futunamighty hero like Sri
Hanuman.

During his life, he worked wonders and exhibitegppesthuman feats of
strength and valour. He has left behind him a nammich, as long as the
world lasts, will continue wielding a great influmn over the minds of
millions of people.

He is one of the seven Chiranjivis. He was the ¢efyned scholar who
knew the nine Vyakaranas. He learnt the Sastras frh@ sun god. He was
the wisest of the wise, strongest of the stronglzadest of the brave. He

was the Sakti of Rudra.



He is an ideal devotee to God, which is symbolisgall the letters in his

H= Humility and Hopefulness (optimism)

A= Admiration (truthfulness and devotion)

N= Nobility (sincerity, loyalty, modesty)

U= Understanding (knowledge)

M= Mastery over ego (kindness, compassion)

Generally, all the gods and goddesses are pleaked their praises are



sung. As far as Sri Hanuman is concerned, he i€ melighted to hear the
sacred name of Sri Rama sung than his own nameg beioked. Even the
most valuable article is rejected by him if it hast the sacred stamp of

Ram on it.

Hanuman's devotion is centred in Sri Ram and histiten forms the very
basis of all his other qualities. One of the nipygets of devotion is that of
Master and servant- known as DASYABHAVA attituded&#ri Hanuman
has adopted this from of devotion to become thdeperexample of it.

Hanuman is always seen seated near the lotusff&eit Ram.

Hanuman's devotion to Sri Ram had developed in ditatal lack of ill

will or hostility towards any one. In spite if p@ssing super human
strength, we do not find him making misuse of h@avers anywhere.
When Ravan asks, "Why did you Kill the demons?" tiaan gives a

simple reply, "I killed those who attacked me".

Shortly after he is crowned, Emperor upon his retiar Ayodhya, Rama
decided to ceremoniously reward all his well-wishéit a grand ceremony
in his court, all his friends and allies take tutmsing honoured at the
throne. Hanuman too goes up, but without desiringevard. Seeing
Hanuman come up to him, an emotionally overwheliRatha embraces
him warmly, declaring that he could never adeqyat&inour or repay
Hanuman for the help and services he received themoble Vanara. Sita,
however, insists that Hanuman deserved honour rniae anyone else,
and asks him to seek a gift.



Upon Hanuman's request, Sita gives him a neckldgererious stones
adorning her neck. When he receives it, Hanumanednately takes it
apart, and peers into each stone. Taken aback, mbanlyose present
demand to know why he was destroying the preciats iganuman

answers that he was looking into the stones to nsake that Rama and

Sita are in them, because if they are not, thelaeeks of no value to him.

At this, a few mock Hanuman, saying his reveremaklave for Rama and

Sita could not possibly be as deep as he was prgraln response,

Hanuman tears his chest open, and everyone isexstuionsee Rama and
Sita literally in his heart.

"O Lord, bless me with undying devotion for you, fo r you are a

source of great bliss for me. May | have everlastin g love for you!"

This alone was the desire of Hanuman.
In the Geeta, Lord Krishna describes the qualifes bhakta or a devotee:

"He who acts for me, who is engrossed in me, who is my
devotee, who is free from attachment, he reaches me  !"The very
first quality is "He who acts for me".

The very birth of Hanuman is to accomplish Sri Rartasks as says
Jambvan: "You are born to work for Sri Ram."

Hanuman's greatness lies in his complete surretwdéine Lord and he
merges his own existence in the Lord. From whatpoeent of view we see,
we find that Sri Hanuman's bhakti or devotion was perfect that it

culminated in advaitic God realisation.
